Rules and Conditions of Entry

· Competitions are run in accordance with the BSJA and British Dressage rules 

· All ridden horses and ponies must be 4 years of age or over 

· See individual shows for any competitors age restrictions 

· No entry fees will be refunded after the closing date except on production of a medical or veterinary certificate 

· The judges decision is final and any objections must be made in writing within 15 minutes of the incident and accompanied by a £15.00 deposit, which will be redunded if the objection is sustained. 

· It is a condition that no responsibility will be accepted by the organisers, their representatives or helpers for any loss or damage to spectators, competitors, their horses, grooms, friends or property under any circumstances whatsoever 

· Bookham Riding Club reserves the right to refuse or cancel any entry without disclosing a reason 

· It is the responsibility of all competitors to present themselves in time for the classes in which they are entered 

· DRESSAGE - Competitors not telephoning for their times may be eliminated in favour of those on the waiting list 

· All dogs must be kept on a lead on the showground at all times 

· NO BICYCLES to be ridden on the showground 

· Prize money and/or rosettes may be withheld if there are insufficient entries in a class 

· It is the responsibility of all participants to clear up their rubbish and debris. Please do not muck out your horsebox/trailer on the showground. 

· Protective headgear, properly secured, must be worn at all times when mounted. All competitors MUST wear a hard hat to at least the minimum standard with a harness properly adjusted and fastened.  Hats marked EN1384 PAS015:1998, ASTM F1163, BSEN14572:2005 or SEI.  American Standard SNELL E2001, ASTM 95 SNZ3838 1998.  Skullcap hats must be worn with a silk.
All competitors must wear correct riding dress

· The organisers reserve the right to alter, split, amalgamate, or cancel classes if found to be necessary
