Ring 1.  Bigger Course £5 per round.   
            (Bookham Riding Club Members £4) 

On grass. Course of approx 10 jumps. A course will be built and will be raised/lowered between 2’.3” and 
3’.3” according to demand, within reason! 

 
Ring 2. Smaller Course £4 per round. 
                 (Bookham Riding Club Members £3) 

On grass. Course will be built at approx 1’.9” with approx 8 jumps. Course may be raised/lowered slightly 
according to demand, within reason! 

 
RULES :-Competitors should attempt to jump a clear round. However, competitors may have up to 3 
attempts at each jump. Failure to jump successfully after 3 attempts will not result in elimination but 
competitors must then move on to the next jump. The Ring Steward will give competitors a reasonable 
chance to get their horse round the course, however, in fairness to other competitors, riders may be asked 
to leave the ring if they have not successfully completed the course within a reasonable time.
