 No entry will be refunded after the closing date except on production of a medical or 

veterinary certificate 
 The judge’s decision is final and any objections must be made in writing within 15 

minutes of the incident and accompanied by a £15.00 deposit, which will be refunded if 
the objection is sustained. 

 It is the condition that no responsibility will be accepted by the organisers, their 
representatives or helpers for any loss or damage to spectators, competitors, their horses, 
grooms, friends or property under any circumstances whatsoever 

 Bookham Riding Club reserves the right to refuse or cancel any entry without disclosing 
a reason or to alter, split, amalgamate or cancel classes if found to be necessary
